City of North Myrtle Beach Expands Recycling Collection Program

For more than a decade, the City of North Myrtle Beach has operated a curbside recycling collection program asanitatiah to its
customers. Historically, customers have been provided ZyahatBrecycling bins, which they fill and place at curtnsidéidction.
However, as the number of products accepted for recycling has grown, many customers have found that the bins ege no longer la
enough to meet their recycling needs. As a result, the City will now offer, at no charge, the use of Z=uyslingygdllon and

48%yallon sizes. Initially, this will be a voluntary program and Zertelvill be provided as requested by customers.

The recycling rattart program will provide a more efficient way to increase materials collection, and it will nrefoe dustcivers
to participate. All recycling materials collected are delivered to the Material Recovery Facility (MRF) operatgdowrnbe Horr
Solid Waste Authority. The MRF sorts the materials and then arranges for their bulk sale to partially offset tlieocost ddpe

cling program.

This program is jointly funded by the City of North Myrtle Beach and the South Carolina Department of Health & Enammental
trol through a matching grant program.

"HORRY " is a surname of French origin. The correct pronunciationis" O -REE"'".

Horry County, South Carolina

Originally part of colonial Craven County (1682), Horry County has also been part of Prince George Winyah (1722),
Prince Frederick (1734), and All Saints (1767) parishes, which served as early religious and civic jurisdictions. This
area, which became part of newly -formed Georgetown District in 1769, was given its present boundaries and
named Kingston County in 1785. In 1801, it was renamed Horry District, and, in 1868, Horry County.

General Peter Horry

A Planter of French Huguenot descent, Peter Horry (O -REE')
was born in SC c. 1747. A lieutenant colonel in the Revolution
and later brigadier general in the SC Militia, he represented
Prince George Winyah and All Saints parishes in the SC
House and Senate. In 1801, Kingston County was renamed
Horry District for Peter Horry. He died in 1815 and is buried

at Trinity Episcopal Church in Columbia, SC
