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HOA Fees Increase
but HTC Deal Saves Even More

The Board of Directors has approved the budget for 2011, which will result in an increase in montt
ly HOA fees for every Barefoot Resort neighborhood. The largest portion of the increase ($9) is th
result of neighborhood by neighborhood vote on the proposetétamgontract with Horry Tele-

phone Cooperative, Inc. Other increases were $2 per month for the Barefoot Residential Associa-
tion, and $1 per month for the Joint Committee. There was no increase in the portion for the Beac
Cabana.

In 2010, the monthly HOA fee portion for cable TV (Basic service) was $38 for most single family
neighborhoods, and the monthly HOA fee portion for cable TV and telephone was $43 for most
multifamily neighborhoods. Additionally, each individual owner paid HTC directly for additional
services like long distance phone, internet service, security system, etc. For 2011, the HOA fee p
tion does go up for most neighborhoods. The vast majority of single family neighborhoods choose
the Triple Play option with Value Add at $47 (from the $38 last year), but now the $47 covers cabl
TV, high speed internet, telephone (unlimited local and long distance) and if you want the HTC se-
curity system there will be no monthly monitoring charge for the duration of the agreement. The
vast majority of the multifamily neighborhoods chose the Triple Play option at $42 (from the $43
last year), and now the $42 covers cable TV, high speed internet, and telephone (unlimited local a
long distance).
